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1. Journal Overview

1) Scope of Topics (Aims & Scope): JSSS welcomes submissions of research with originality and international significance in the following areas:
2) Sales Management & Leadership: Sales strategy, organizational capabilities, compensation and performance, key account management (KAM), team selling, global sales.
3) Personal Selling / Buyer–Seller Relationships: Trust, relationship-building, negotiation, digital/new-media touchpoints, salesperson motivation and performance.

5) Sales Technology / Data-Driven Selling: CRM, AI, automation, pipeline analysis, forecasting models, text mining, sales metrics.

7) Methodology / Measurement: Quantitative / qualitative / mixed-methods, experiments, panels, case studies, meta-analyses, measurement tools, model development, empirical data.
2. Emphasis on Originality & International Significance
JSSS gives priority to manuscripts that demonstrate clear academic and practical contributions and present global implications through cross-country / cross-industry comparison or international collaboration.
3. Manuscript Types Accepted
1) Original research (theoretical / empirical)
2) Methodology / data notes
3) Systematic literature reviews / meta-analyses
4) Case studies / practice insights (with explicit research foundation)
5) Short commentaries / debates
6) Invited editorials
4. Key Dates (Example Schedule)
1) Submission deadlines: Twice per year for regular issues
(e.g., March 31 / September 30)
2) Desk decision / reviewer assignment: Within 2 weeks after submission
3) First review decision: Within 6–8 weeks after review begins
4) Final decision: Typically, within 12–16 weeks including revision rounds
5. Submission Format (Summary)
1) Language: English recommended (Korean allowed with English title, abstract, keywords required)
2) Length: 8,000–12,000 words (including notes and references)
3) Abstract: Within 250 words, with 4–6 keywords
4) Citation: APA 7th edition (or JSSS-specified style)
5) Tables & Figures: Must include number, title, and source
· High-resolution separate files are recommended
6. Peer Review & Ethics

1) A “Data / Code Availability Statement” is required. Authors must select one of the following:
· Openly available
· Available upon request
· Not available with stated justification
2) Authors must also disclose:
· Funding information
· Conflicts of interest
· Author contributions (CRediT recommended)

9. [bookmark: _GoBack]Special Issue CFP — Additional Requirements
For Special Issues exploring specific themes in depth, authors and Guest Editors must comply with the additional policies below.
1) Special Issue Proposal (Guest Editor Proposal), A Special Issue proposal must include:
· Topic, background, and academic/practical necessity (1–2 pages)
· Scope and 3–5 key questions
· Expected manuscript types
· Guest Editor credentials (expertise, international background, ethical history)
· Recruitment, review, and scheduling plan (deadlines, review process, publication targets)
· Potential author/reviewer pool (with international distribution)
· Data, ethics, and conflict-of-interest management plan
2) Mandatory SI CFP Statements, The Special Issue CFP must include the following mandatory phrases:
· “This Special Issue accepts topics aligned with JSSS’s Aims & Scope and encourages international and cross-industry perspectives.”
· “Guest Editors operate according to JSSS standards for double-blind review, ethics, and conflict-of-interest management; the Editor-in-Chief retains final decision authority.”

3) Expected Standard: A manuscript is preferred when two or more of the “Originality · International Significance · Practical Contribution” elements are excellent, and the remaining one is at a level that can be improved.

12. Review & Publication Timeline SLA (Public Summary)
1) Desk decision: 10–14 days after submission
2) First review result: 6–8 weeks after review begins

4) Final decision: Typically 12–16 weeks including revision rounds
5) e-First publication: Immediately after final proofreading (before final issue assignment)

13. Ethics · Transparency · Open Access Notice (Public Summary)
1) JSSS complies with double-blind peer review, COPE ethics, and data transparency principles.
2) Authors must confirm originality, no duplicate submission, conflict-of-interest disclosure, and IRB/consent compliance.
3) Open Access license (CC BY, etc.) and APC policy are disclosed on the website.
4) Editors/reviewers may receive fee waivers or exemptions.
5) Long-term archiving is guaranteed through LOCKSS/Portico.

1) Font / Size / Margin: Journal template (Word / LaTeX) recommended

3) Statistics/Code: Specify package names and versions; ensure reproducibility (random seed, preregistration when applicable)
4) Ethics: Human/organizational data must be anonymized with protection measures

3) Q3. If corporate data cannot be disclosed, what should authors do?
Indicate “available upon request” or “not available due to confidentiality,” and provide metadata/code/alternative material necessary for reproducibility.
4) Q4. Are there APCs?
Policies are posted on the website.
Editors, reviewers, and Special Issue contributors may receive waivers/exemptions.
5) Q5. Are simultaneous submissions allowed?
No. Exclusive review agreement is required at submission.
